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LUNCH MINISTRY
Offers A Healthy Meal
for Those in Need

F‘or most of us, a healthy meal “

is something we don’t need
to worry about. Unfortunate-
ly, this not the case for every-
one. For those in Sacramento
who are experiencing home-
lessness or food insecurity,
the Brown Bag Lunch Minis-
try is there for them from 8
a.m. to 9 a.m. on Tuesday to
Friday, every week, all year
long. The meals are even dis-
tributed on most holidays. For many,
this is the only healthy meal they will
have for the day.

In 2020, even during the CO-
VID-19 pandemic which limited vol-
unteers, the group served more than
21,000 brown bag lunches to guests
from Sacramento. Everyone who visits
for a meal is considered a guest.

“We are here to meet the needs of
our downtown brothers and sisters
experiencing homelessness,” says
Marilynn Fairgood, who coordinates
this ministry. “This is healthy food to
nourish their bodies.”

Fr. Michael O’Reilly brought this
ministry to the Cathedral in 2013, in
order to meet a great need based on the
number of people experiencing home-
lessness in downtown Sacramento. The
bags include a protein, a fruit, granola bar
or chips, cookies, a 16-oz. water, a napkin
and silverware. At times, the ministry also
provides toiletry items, hats, scarves and
socks to guests.

“We are there to offer them love and kindness,”
Marilynn says. “Some of these people have no one who
cares for them or no one they can talk to. We are there
to truly listen to them, in addition to giving them food.”

There are about 24 people who volunteer for this
ministry — volunteers are there even in the rain and
cold. In 2019, the ministry served nearly 25,000 meals,
at an average of 132 guests each day. All of the food is
donated or supported by donations.

“These volunteers have in their hearts to help our
brothers and sisters in need,” Marilynn says. “Feeding
the homeless is not always easy. These individuals re-
ally love and care for them.”

Marilynn is thankful for all those volunteers and
even parish staff who stepped in to help during the
COVID-19 pandemic. They operated with fewer vol-
unteers, but the need for lunches was still there. At
one point in the pandemic, money from the city was
given to our parish to support the work. Broderick
Roadhouse provided 1,100 lunches to the ministry
for distribution.

“It was a whole church effort,” Marilynn says.
“Thank God for the volunteers and all the people who
donated and helped us keep this going.”

Marilynn says that random blessings and dona-
tions continued to pour in during those early days of
the pandemic. She feels so blessed to be part of this
ministry and quotes St. Teresa of Calcutta as her moti-
vation for being involved — “Help one person at a time
and always start with the person nearest you.”

“I always think that someone is going to be fed to-
day, even if it’s just 78 people,” Marilynn says.

For Marilynn, this is truly a way to give back. She
retired in 2015, had some time off and took over as

4 que nos visitan para comer se consideran
B\ invitados.

“Estamos aqui para satisfacer las
necesidades de nuestros hermanos y
hermanas del centro que se encuen-
tran sin hogar,” dice Marilynn Fairgood,

quien coordina este ministerio. “Este es
un alimento saludable para nutrir sus
cuerpos.”

P. Michael O’Reilly llevo a cabo este mi-
nisterio de la Catedral en el 2013, con el fin
de satisfacer una gran necesidad basada en
la cantidad de personas sin hogar en el cen-
tro de Sacramento. Las bolsas incluyen una
proteina, una fruta, una barra de granola o papas fri-
tas, galletas, agua, una servilleta y cubiertos. A veces,
el ministerio también proporciona articulos persona-
les, sombreros, bufandas y calcetines.

“Estamos alli para ofrecerles amor y amabilidad,”
dice Marilynn. “Algunas de estas personas no tienen a
nadie que las cuide o nadie con quien puedan hablar.
Estamos alli para escucharlos de verdad, ademas de
darles comida.”

Hay alrededor de 21 personas que se ofrecen como
voluntarias para este ministerio; los voluntarios estan
alli incluso bajo la lluvia y el frio. En el 2019, el minis-
terio sirvio aproximadamente 25,000 comidas, con un
promedio de 132 invitados por dia. Toda la comida es
donada gracias al buen corazon de las personas.

“Estos voluntarios tienen en su corazon ayudar
a nuestros hermanos y hermanas necesitados,”
dice Marilynn. “Realmente los aman y se preocu-
pan por ellos.”

Marilynn esta agradecida por todos los voluntarios
e incluso el personal de la parroquia que intervinie-
ron para ayudar durante la pandemia de COVID-19.
Operaron con menos voluntarios, pero la necesidad de
almuerzos seguia ahi. “Fue todo un esfuerzo de la igle-
sia”, dice Marilynn. “Gracias a Dios por los voluntarios
y todas las personas que donaron y nos ayudaron a
mantener esto en marcha”.

Marilynn se siente tan bendecida de ser parte de
este ministerio y cita a Santa Teresa de Calcuta como
su motivacion para participar: “Ayude a una persona a
la vez y siempre comience con la persona mas cercana
a usted.”

Para Marilynn, esta es realmente una forma de re-
tribuir. Se retir6 en el 2015, tuvo un tiempo libre y

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Entering into the CATHOLIC LIFE and GROW

his past Easter, we welcomed

the newest members of the
Church after they took part in
the Rite of Christian Initiation
for Adults process, or RCIA. Here
at the Cathedral, candidates
and catechumens embark on
a journey of discovery that can
take anywhere from eight months
to two years or more. Through
this process, adults are able to ,
discern their call to the Christian

the teachings of the Catholic faith
and the Gospel of Jesus. Some
come to us with a knowledge of
the Gospel and of Jesus and have
a relationship with Him — others
come to us seeking faith but
are still unclear as to what that
looks like, and need more time to
explore the Gospel message and
receive Christ. For this reason,
each person’s journey is very
distinct. After six or so sessions

life, learn about the Catholic
faith, and through formation
and prayer, be formed and prepared to receive the
Sacraments of Initiation — Baptism, Confirmation
and Holy Eucharist.

“We have year-round formation for adults
seeking to become Catholic through the RCIA, so
we receive people in our program whenever they are
ready to begin their journey,” says Sister Lisa Marie
Doty, FDCC, who is the Director of Family Faith
Formation and Education as well as the Coordinator
of RCIA. “The RCIA process has six distinct phases —
Inquiry (or pre-Catechumenate), Rite of Acceptance
/ Rite of Welcoming, the Catechumenate, the Rite
of Election, Sacraments of Initiation and lastly,
Mystagogy. When someone comes knocking on our
door, we do an initial interview to get to know them
and their faith journey; this is followed by three to
four sessions in a questions-and-answers format
with one of our RCIA Team catechists to answer any
questions they have. We call this initial introductory
phase Inquiry.” When the participants feel satisfied
that their questions have been answered, they
begin the second part of Inquiry which we call ‘pre-
Catechumate.’

“The readiness at this point of the pre-
Catechumenate is not always definitive, but the
person shows an openness to explore more deeply

with us, we review with them their
journey, and ask them if they wish
to continue. We then prepare them for the second
phase of their journey: the Catechumenate

“The Catechumenate begins when candidates
(those who have already been baptized in a Catholic
or Christian faith tradition) and catechumens (those
who have not been baptized) are officially recognized
in the Church through the Rite of Acceptance
for Catechumens and the Rite of Welcoming for
Candidates. As the title of the rites suggest, they
are accepted and welcomed into the worshipping
community at the Cathedral. The Catechumenate
is the longest part of the RCIA formation process
through which the participants learn the traditions
and doctrine of the Catholic Church. It is a time
of sharing stories, reading Scripture, and studying
the Church customs, traditions and doctrine. The
Catechumens and Candidates also participate in
worship services and various Church rituals.

“With the beginning of Lent, the Catechumens
move into their next phase: the Rite of Sending
and Rite of Election, through which their
formation intensifies as they begin their immediate
preparation for receiving the sacraments. The
period of Lent which is in itself a penitential season
is the perfect backdrop for the Scrutinies, mini-
rites of purification and denouncing of ‘old ways’

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in order to prepare for the new way of life with the
reception of the Sacraments of Initiation at Easter
Vigil. Once the candidates and catechumens
receive the Sacraments of Initiation — Baptism
(Catechumens), Eucharist and Confirmation (both
Catechumens and Candidates) —at the Easter Vigil,
the next part of their journey begins: Mystagogy.

“We take time after they receive the sacraments
to look back and reflect on everything they have
gone through,” Sr. Lisa Marie says. “Then we
discern with them what the next steps are in their
faith journey — aligning them with adult formation
and helping them to continue to grow and build on
the formation they received during their time with
us in RCIA. We also help them to consider different
ministries where they can live out their baptismal
call to service.”

Parishioner Chrissy Vang, who received her
Sacraments of Initiation this past Easter, recalls
how the formation process benefited both her and
her fiancé, Jon Santos.

“Growing up, my family was Christian, but we
were never really part of a church,” Chrissy says.
“When I met my fiancé, he was religious, and had
gone to Catholic school his whole life. After he
proposed last year, I realized that I really wanted to
start our family with one religion and one faith. My
flancé was my sponsor, and it was also a refresher
for him. I feel like our relationship with God has
progressed a lot from the beginning.

“Throughout the RCIA process, I was really
impacted by the guidance provided, and how well-
organized it all was,” she adds. “Everybody was so
nice and welcoming, and they made the experience
so much better. They explained everything so well,

and used humor, and it made us feel so comfortable
and unafraid to ask questions. I really feel like I
was meant to be here.

“When [ first started RCIA, [ didnt fully
understand the purpose of having a relationship
with God,” Chrissy says. “But talking to Him every
day and building that relationship to be close to
Him was explained so clearly in the program. I still
get emotional when I think about it sometimes!
I really look forward to continuing to grow that
relationship together with my family.”

“RCIA is also a means of awakening the
Catholic life for all of our parishioners,” Sr. Lisa
Marie says. “In moments like at Mass, when our
catechumens are called forward after the homily to
be dismissed for further study of the Word of God,
the entire congregation witnesses that call to a
deeper understanding of the faith and of Scripture.
In those small steps that they are taking to become
Catholic, the catechumens are already helping to
awaken those who are already part of the faithful
to hopefully deepen their desire to grow in faith and
relationship with Jesus Christ.”

sta pasada Pascua, dimos la

bienvenida a los miembros mas
nuevos de la Iglesia después de que
participaron en el proceso del Rito
de Iniciacion Cristiana para Adul-
tos, o RICA. Aqui en la Catedral,
los candidatos y los catecumenos
se embarcan en un viaje de descu-
brimiento que puede llevar desde
ocho meses hasta dos afios o mas.
A través de este proceso, los adultos
pueden discernir su llamada a la
vida cristiana, aprender sobre la fe
catolica, y a través de la formacion y
la oracion, estar formado y preparado para recibir los
Sacramentos de Iniciacion: Bautismo, Confirmacion y
Sagrada Eucaristia.

“Tenemos la formacion durante todo el afno para
adultos que buscan convertirse en catolicos a través
de RICA, por eso, recibimos a las personas en nuestro
programa cuando estan listas para comenzar su jor-
nada,” dice la hermana.

Lisa Marie Doty, FDCC, quien es la Directora de
Formacion y Educacion en la Fe de la Familia, asi
como la Coordinadora de RICA.

“El proceso de RICA tiene seis fases distintas: In-
vestigacion (o pre Catecumenado), Rito de Aceptacion
/ Rito de Bienvenida, el Catecumenado, el Rito de Elec-
cion, Sacramentos de Iniciacion y por ultimo, Mistago-
gia. Cuando alguien llama a nuestra puerta, hacemos
una entrevista inicial para conocerlos y su camino de
fe; esto enseguida de tres a cuatro sesiones en un for-
mato de preguntas y respuestas con uno de nuestros
catequistas del equipo de RICA para responder cual-
quier pregunta que tengan. A esta fase introductoria
inicial la llamamos Investigacion.” Cuando los parti-
cipantes se sienten satisfechos de que sus preguntas
hayan sido respondidas, comienzan la segunda parte
del Indagacion a la que llamamos ‘pre-catequista.’

“La preparacion en este punto del pre-catecume-

nado no siempre es definitiva, pero
la persona muestra una apertura
para explorar mas profundamente
las ensenanzas de la fe catolica y el
Evangelio de Jesus. Algunos vienen
a nosotros con un conocimiento del
Evangelio y de Jesus y tienen una
relacién con El. Y otros vienen a no-
sotros en busca de fe, pero aun no
tienen claro lo que desean. O les
gusta y necesitan mas tiempo para
explorar el mensaje del Evangelio y
recibir a Cristo. Por esta razon, cada
jornada de una persona es muy dis-
tinta. Después de unas seis sesiones con nosotros, re-
visamos con ellos su seguimiento de estudio

y preguntamos si desean continuar. Luego los pre-
paramos para la segunda fase de su preparacion al:
catecumenado.

“El Catecumenado comienza cuando los candida-
tos (los que ya han sido bautizados en una tradicion
de fe catdlica o cristiana) y catecimenos (aquellos que
no han sido bautizados) son reconocidos oficialmente
en la Iglesia a través del Rito de Aceptacion de Catecu-
menos y el Rito de bienvenida a los candidatos. Como
sugiere el titulo de los ritos, son aceptados y bienve-
nidos. en la comunidad de adoracion en la Catedral.
El Catecumenado es la parte mas larga del Proceso de
formacion de RICA a través del cual los participantes
aprenden las tradiciones y la doctrina de la Iglesia Ca-
tolica. Es un momento para compartir historias, leer
las Escrituras y estudiar la Iglesia. costumbres, tra-
diciones y doctrina. Los Catecimenos y Candidatos
también participan en el culto. servicios y diversos ri-
tuales de la Iglesia.

“Con el comienzo de la Cuaresma, los catecime-
nos pasan a su siguiente fase: el Rito de Envio y Rito
de Eleccion, a través del cual su formacion se intensifi-
ca al comenzar su preparacion inmediata para recibir
los sacramentos. El periodo de Cuaresma, que es en

“Nos tomamos un tiempo después de que reciben
los sacramentos para mirar hacia atras y reflexio-
nar sobre todo han pasado,” dice la Hna.

“Luego discernimos con ellos cuales son los proximos
pasos estan en su camino de fe, alineandose con la
formacion de los adultos y ayudandolos a continuar
crecer y construir sobre la formacion que recibieron
durante su tiempo con nosotros en RICA.
